2024 post 16 full time & apprentice ENTRY REQUIREMENTS

Students will be expected to:

Continue to study Mathematics and/or English Language at GCSE or Functional Skills at an appropriate level if they do not achieve a grade C/4 at GCSE or an equivalent Level 2 qualification (and to take the examination).
Receive a favourable reference from their previous school or college.
Attend an indivual guidance discussion with a member of GCFE staff to discuss their choice of course and future careeer plans.
Achieve the entry criteria as set out below for each level of qualification from a RANGE of subjects including English Language.

The Guernsey Apprenticeship Scheme X X P P Apprentices will be required to be employed within the sector, and preferably have four GCSEs at D/3,
including English & maths.
Apprentices will study English & maths if not already achieved at C/4 or above
Level 2 apprentices will need to achieve Functional Skills at Level 1 in order to progress onto Level 3, and
Level 3 Apprentices will study Functional Skills at Level 2 (if English & maths not already achieved).
Apprentices who enter Level 3 programmes directly will study Level 1 and then Level 2 Functional Skills in
line with being one step above their previous achievements in English and maths.

Level 3 Performing Arts v v v P Grade 4 (minimum) in GCSE Drama (or equivalent if studied) and audition process consisting of a workshop
and the presentation of a solo piece with discussion.
Level 3 Engineering X P v v Five GCSEs at C/4 and above from a range of subjects, including English Language and maths at grade 5 or

above.

Students can choose any vocational area, regardless of whether they have studied it previously as part of their 14-16 curriculum.

Most Universities require 5 GCSEs at grade C/4 or above, including English & maths as well as a level 3 qualification. Level 3 qualifications are equivalent to A level study and are recognised by universities in the same way as A levels, with UCAS points.

Some courses may not run if there are insufficient applications and acceptances.
