Entry Level 3 qualification and/or the
ability to work towards Level 1 along

Assessment method

practical assignments.

Your personal tutor will provide you
with information, advice, guidance and
support to enable you to progress onto
a pathway that is right for you. This
could be a Level 2 course at College, an
apprenticeship or employment.

Additional learning
support

As part of your learning programme,
if you have not yet attained a grade
C/4 or equivalent in mathematics and
English language, you will be required
to study a Functional Skill or GCSE in
these subjects.

assessment in order for us to identify
any additional needs that you may
have. During your course, your
personal tutor will be able to guide you
on how best to access support.
